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Red Mountain, now fully mature 3 years after the course’s 
grand opening, has raised the bar in terms of ‘the ultimate 
golfi ng experience in Phuket’.

Red Mountain Phuket

Winding its way through a dramatic 
1400 rai former tin mine site on the 
island of Phuket, towering cliffs 
cut out of the hills and canyons lay 
adjacent to many of the fairways. 
Being the highest golf course on 
the island, dramatic views can 
be seen from many points on the 
golf course and when playing the 
course, you will see why images 

from Red Mountain have been 
featured in many worldwide golf 
publications.

Designer Jon Morrow and co-
designer Al Tikkanen, created a 
highly strategic and challenging 
6,900 yard lay out to complement 
the shorter and gentler old Loch 
Palm Course. The course has 
been cleverly designed to take 

advantage of a huge variety of 
landforms and elevation changes. 
Scars left from the tin mine era have 
been imaginatively incorporated 
into the overall scheme creating 
a unique character for the course 
but at the same time, establishing 
an indelible link with an important 
era in the Island’s past. 

Red Mountain Phuket

His takeaway move (swing path) follows the same line as his shoulders 
so his shaft is now pointing in the same direction as the shoulders 

were at address (fade shot) His spine and head have maintained there 
angles with the left knee pointing nearer to the ball.

As Martins hips continue to clear, his left leg becomes visible 
behind the right leg and we begin to see daylight under his right 

heel. This Indicates that his weight is shifting to his left side. 
As the lower body fi res the arms react into a powerful lagged 

position and are perfectly on plane.

Martins left knee is now pointing at the ball and daylight 
has appeared between his legs. This action doesn’t 

restrict his swing but helps set his right hip into his right 
side while maintaining good angles.

The impact position is a result of his excellent downswing 
sequence lead from his lower body.  Points to note – right heel 
off the ground - belt buckle clearing towards the target - 90% 

weight on his left side - forearms and shoulders pointing in the 
same direction as they were in his set up (all allowing him to 

play his fade shot)

From set-up to this point his spine angle and head angle 
hasn’t changed. This is only possible from good leg action which 
allowed him to turn well off the ball while staying centred. His left 
arm which is comfortably straight, runs across his shoulder line 

with the forearms staying connected.

As the lower body clears fully towards the target the left leg 
straightens as 100% of his weight shifts to his left side which 

maximizes club head speed. The spine angle, neck and head stay in 
line as his hands and arms release the club through impact.

The start of the downswing is ignited by the lower half. His left 
knee and belt buckle that were very visable in the previous image 

are now turning towards the ball as his hips are rotating back 
and want to be fi rst to fi nd the fi nishing position. As the lower 

body fi res the downswing his arms automatically 
drop creating lag.

Like all great players, Martins fi nish has the same fundamentals 
and shape every time. Right foot (shoe-lace) facing the target. 

Weight 100% on his left side. Belt buckle facing the target. The 
club-shaft running through his neck. But, the biggest fundamental 

of all - BALANCED

Leopard Creek
Designed by Gary Player, Leopard Creek borders the picturesque Crocodile 

River and the Kruger National Park. The course also plays host to the 

European Tour’s Dunhill Championship won earlier this year by Pablo Martin. 

Membership is by invitation only and members include the likes of Ernie Els 

and Jack Nicklaus. Remodeling of the course took place at the turn of the 

century with a change of grass on the greens to bent and the installation of 

sub-air systems. Golfi ng hazards take on a new dimension at Leopard Creek 

for much of the water is home to Hippos and the creature for which the 

adjacent river is named - Crocodile.

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With the USA Leading 9-3 from the 

fi rst day, after winning the morning 

foursomes 5-1, the visitors clinched the 

contest with successes in the singles 

for Jordan Spieth over Albert Eckhardt 

(3&1), Doris Chen over Klara Spilkova at 

the 18th and Justin Thomas over Moritz 

Lampert (4&2).

Chris Lloyd, out fi rst for the 

Europeans, won 2&1 against Anthony 

Paolucci and in the second match 

Wales’ Amy Boulden earned a half 

against Emma Talley to give the hosts 

some hope of a revival, but ultimately the 

disappointing fi rst day left them with too 

much ground to make up.

Kelly Tidy notched another point 

for Europe with victory over Kristen 

Park, and Juhana Kukkonen triumphed 

2&1 over Oliver Schniederjans as the 

Europeans avoided a repeat of the 

landslide 22-2 defeat two years ago at 

Olde Stone in Kentucky.

The result means the USA have 

levelled the series in the competition, 

which offi cially started in 1997. America 

won that match before Europe edged 

the following three, and the 2006 contest 

was halved at The Celtic Manor Resort.

European captain Gary Stangl said: 

“After the disappointment of yesterday 

the players did brilliantly today to get 

themselves back in it. They were fantastic 

and it was very close in the end.”

Vice captain, Tommy Horton, a 

former Ryder Cup player and record 

winner on the European Senior Tour, 

said: “It has been a pleasure to spend 

the week with these young people and 

I think all of them can have successful 

careers. It has been a revelation to 

me, this competition and to see these 

young people play. The future of golf is 

in good hands.”

Both teams then travelled to The 

Celtic Manor Resort to meet The 2010 

Ryder Cup Teams.
